Could you imagine only looking forward to one meal a day? For many in Haiti, this is 
the reality.  The feeding program begin 
early in the ministry, and we continue 
today in meeting the physical needs of 
our Haitian brothers and sisters by 
serving lunches at the school at 
Pillatre. A warm meal is provided each 
school day to every student and staff 
member. For some, this may be the 
only full meal they get a day and we 
continue to believe that this is a critical 
part of our outreach. Recently, 
Midwest Food Bank (MFB) announced 
plans to expand into Haiti. This is a 
huge praise as this will bring more 
opportunities for more Haitians to be 
fed outside of our Pillatre campus. 
 
In recent conversations with Midwest 
Food Bank, they brought to us a new 
and exciting option. As part of the 
Tender Mercies program, all the meals for Pillatre for the year could be covered by 
donations. For those not familiar, Tender Mercies is an enjoyable kosher/vegan 
nutrient-packed blend of rice, beans, vegetable protein, chicken seasoning and 
a vitamin mix. Just add water and heat, and you have a filling, nutritious meal. If 
you would like to see additional details, you can check out their website at 
www.tendermercies.com.

~1400 kids + ~200 staff fed each day x 5 meals a week x 4 weeks a month x ~9 
months a year. 

We provide approximately 
250,000 meals a year!
